
 

Teaching Assistant with Specialism Level 3 (Apprenticeship) 
 
Overview 
A Teaching Assistant Apprentice forms a pivotal role in supporting a young person’s development, 
working alongside the lead teacher to enhance pupils’ learning, either in groups or individually, ensuring 
that pupils thrive in a positive, nurturing, safe environment. 
 
On completion of this apprenticeship, you will hold a Level 3 Certificate in Supporting Teaching 
and Learning in Schools.   
 
Additional qualifications achieved include: 

• Level 3 Diploma in Specialist Supporting Teaching and Learning in Schools 
• Level 2 Functional Skills Maths 
• Level 2 Functional Skills English 

 
Each Apprentice must undergo an independent end-point assessment to determine the 
outcome of their apprenticeship. The assessments will assess the knowledge, skills and 
behaviours gained during their programme. The methods in which this apprenticeship is 
assessed are: 
 

• practical observation with questions & answers
